Office, P.B. 13348, Windhoek, or be delivered at Room 27, 
Cohen Building, Windhoek, not later than 15:00 on the 
ninth working day before the date of publication of the 
Government Gazette in which the advertisement is to be 
inserted. 

3. Advertisements are published in the Government 
Gazette for the benefit of the public. Translations, if desired, 
must be furnished by the advertiser or his agent. 

~- O!liY legal advertisements shall be accepted for publi­
cation m the Government Gazette and are subject to the 
approval of the Under-Secretary, Department of Works, 
who may refuse the acceptance or further publication of any 
advertisement. 

5. The Under-Secretary, Department of Works, reserves 
the right to edit and revise copy and to delete therefrom any 
superfluous detail.
