PROPOSED CIVIL AVIATION REGULATIONS :

PART 47 - AIRCRAFT : AIRCRAFT REGISTRATION AND MARKING

The Ministry of Works, Transport and Communication recently initiated the project
to update the current Namibian aviation legislation. There are two main reasons for
updating the aviation legislation, namely, the current legislation does not adequately
reflect the policies of Namibia for the aviation sector and does not reflect recent
developments within SADC. The project further aims to enhance the safety of civil
aviation by ensuring that the Namibian legislation complies with the minimum stan-

dards prescribed by the International Civil Aviation Organization.

»
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Part of the short-term legislative reform involves the updating of the regulations

made under the Aviation Act, 1962 (Act 74 of 1962).

Due to the nature and extensive range of subjects which need to be regulated, this
part of the project will be executed in phases and regulations will be published ac-
cordingly. The proposed structure of the Civil Aviation Regulations is set out in Sched-

ule 1.

All the definitions for the proposed civil aviation regulations will be contained and
published in Part 1. The definitions for each Part will however be published with
each set of proposed regulations, to facilitate the interpretation thereof. The defini-
tions associated with the proposed regulations on aircraft registration and marking

are set out in Schedule 2.

The Director : Civil Aviation invites all interested parties to comment on the pro-
posed structure of the Civil Aviation Regulations, the proposed definitions associ-
ated with the proposed regulations, as well as the proposed regulations on Aircraft
Registration and Marking, set out in Schedule 3. The proposed regulations represent

Part 47 of the proposed structure.

The proposed regulations on Aircraft Registration and Marking make provision for
certain information to be contained in a document called Document NA-CATS-ARM.
The compilation of the document does not form part of this project, but it is envis-
aged as a document that will contain all the technical standards regarding aircraft

registration and marking.

In these regulations, unless the context indicates otherwise -

“aircraft” means any machine which can derive support in the atmosphere
from the reactions of the air other than the reactions of the air against the earth’s

surface;

“amateur-built aircraft” means an aircraft with a maximum all up mass of
2 700 kilograms or less, of which 51% or more of the airframe has been constructed

and assembled by the owner thereof;
“appropriate authority” -

(a) means any institution, body or person in a State or territory
which, on behalf of that State or territory carries out the provi-

sions of the Convention; or

(b) if the Convention does not apply to a State or territory, means
the institution, body or person in that State or territory which
on behalf of the State or territory, performs the functions which
are performed by an institution, body or person contemplated

in paragraph (a),
and which is recognised as such by the Director;

“company” means a company as defined in section 1 of the Companies Act,

1973 (Act 61 of 1973);
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“Document NA-CATS-ARM” means a document on the Namibian Civil Avia-
tion Technical Standards relating to Aircraft Registration and Marking, which is pub-

lished by the Director in terms of the Act;

-“Master” means the Master as defined in section 1 of the Administration of

Estates Act, 1965 (Act No. 66 of 1965);

“maximum certificated mass” means the maximum permissible mass shown
in the flight manual or other document associated with the certificate of airworthi-

ness at which an aircraft may commence its take-off run under standard atmospheric

conditions at sea-level,

“Namibian registered aircraft” means any aircraft which is for the time being
registered by the Director in terms of regulation 47.00.6;

“owner” includes a person who has the right of possession of the aircraft for
14 days or longer;

“production-built aircraft” means an aircraft with a maximum all up mass of
2 700 kilograms or less, which are - 5

(a) produced from resale in the fully constructed condition; or

(b) assembled from kits of which less than 51% of the airframe

has been constructed and assembled by the owner thereof;

“register’” means the register of Namibian aircraft referred to in regulation

47.00.14;

Requirement for aircraft registration

47.00.2 The owner of an aircraft shall, if the aircraft flies to, from, within

or over Namibia, apply for the registration of the aircraft and hold a valid certificate

of registration for such aircraft issued by -

(a)  in the case of an aircraft to be registered in Namibia, includ-

ing any -

amateur-built aircraft; and

production-built aircraft,

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(b)  in the case of any other aircraft not to be registered in

Namibia, an appropriate authority.

Requirement for aircraft marking

47.00.3 (1)  The Director shall be responsible for the allocation of na-

tionality and registration marks to be displayed on Namibian registered aircraft.

(2)  Upon the registration of an aircraft in terms of regulation
47.00.6(1), the Director may, if the aircraft was previously registered in Namibia,

allocate the same registration marks as were originally borne by such aircraft.

(3) No person shall use a Namibian registered aircraft unless

registration of such aircraft is cancelled by the Director.

(a)  as to the occurrence of any of the events referred to

in regulation 47.00.11(1) and (3); or

(b) thatthe certificate of registration has expired in terms

of regulation 47.00.10(4) without having received an

application referred to in regulation 47.00.11(2).

(3) A certificate of cancellation referred to in subregulation (2)

shall be issued on the appropriate form as prescribed in Document NA-CATS-ARM.

Duration of certificate of registration

47.00.13 (1) A certificate of registration shall remain in force until -

(a) itexpires in terms of regulation 47.00.10(4); or

(b)  theregistration of the aircraft in respect of which such
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certificate of registration was issued, is cancelled by

the Director.

(2) The holder of a certificate of registration which has expired, shall

surrender the certificate of registration to the Director within 14 days from the date

of expiry.

(3)  The particulars referred to in subregulation (2) shall be re-

corded in the register within seven days from the date of registration, by the Director.

(4)  The register shall be kept in a safe place at the office of the

Director.

(5)  Acopy of the register shall be furnished by the Director, on
payment of the appropriate fee as prescribed in Part 187, to any person who requests

the copy.
