PROHIBITION OF THE ACQUISITION, DISPOSAL, SALE AND
USE OF FARM FEEDS
1. In terms of the definition of “farm feed” in section 1 of the Fertilizers, Farm Feeds,

Agricultural Remedies and Stock Remedies Act, 1947 (Act No. 36 of 1947),
(hereinafter referred to as “the Act”) I hereby declare any substance contemplated
in paragraph (a) or (b) of the said definition that has been ground, crushed, gristed
or prepared for any person, in accordance with his or her directions for his or her
own use, to which any ruminant product has been added, to be a farm feed.

2. In terms of section 7bis of the Act, I hereby prohibit the acquisition, disposal, sale
and use of any farm feed (including a farm feed referred to in paragraph (1)) as
feed for ruminants, if any ruminant product has been added to such farm feed.

For the purposes of this notice, a “ruminant product” means -

(a) carcass meal;
(b) meat meal or meat;

(c) bone meal, bones, hooves or horns, or any product derived therefrom;
(d) blood meal,

which is derived from any ruminant and also includes any other product containing any
raminant tissue or any product derived from such tissue by a process of grinding, crushing
or drying.
