Having heard Adv. Heathcote and Adv. Schneider, Counsel 
for the Applicant and having read Notice of Motion and other 
documents filed of record:

IT IS ORDERED

1. That the Applicant’s non-compliance is hereby condoned 
with the Rules of Court, and hearing this matter as one of 
urgency as envisaged in Rule 6(12).

2. That the Applicant as well as Scandia Kitchens & Joinery 
(Pty) Ltd and Binvis Investments Sixty Two (Pty) Ltd, be 
placed under provisional judicial management, subject to 
the supervision of this Court.

3. That the Master of the High Court of Namibia is hereby 
directed, without delay (and subject to her discretion to 
appoint another person) appoint Simon Hercules Steyn 
as provisional judicial manager, and determine the remu-
neration of the provisional judicial manager.

4. That the provisional judicial manager, so appointed by the 
Master of the High Court, shall give such security as the 
Master may direct.

5. That the provisional judicial manager, so appointed by the 
Master of the High Court, is hereby directed to apply the 
proceeds of the sale of the total shares in Scandia Invest-
ment (Pty) Ltd, as follows: the amount of N$15 million be 
paid to Bank Windhoek specifically, in order to cover both 
the bonds (with numbers B10486/2006 and B1221/2008) 
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which the said Bank Windhoek had registered over the 
immoveable property registered in the name of Scandia 
Investment (Pty) Ltd, being the property known as Erf 
R231, Prosperita, Windhoek, upon payment as above-
mentioned the said Bank Windhoek shall cause the bonds 
to be cancelled by the Registrar of Deeds, Windhoek.

6. That Bank Windhoek is hereby directed, simultaneously 
with the transfer of the total shares of Scandia Investment 
(Pty) Ltd to the new shareholders, and on receipt of the 
amount referred to in prayer 5 above, to release Scandia 
Investment (Pty) Ltd from all sureties and securities given 
by it, in respect of the liabilities of the three companies 
placed under judicial management in terms hereof.

7. That the judicial manager appointed in terms hereof, shall 
have the power, subject to the rights of the creditors, to 
increase the current overdraft facilities with Bank Wind-
hoek of Scandia Kitchens & Joinery (Pty) Ltd and Binvis 
Investments Sixty Two (Pty) Ltd and to raise money in 
any manner, without the authority of the shareholders, as 
he may deem fit.

8. That any person vested with the management of any one 
of the three companies placed under provisional judicial 
management in terms hereof, shall from the date of this 
provisional court order, be divested of such management, 
but subject thereto that such persons may be re-appoint-
ment by the provisional and/or the final judicial manager.

9. That, subject to the provisions of this order, all actions, 
proceedings, the execution of all writs, summonses 
and other processes (including arbitration proceedings) 
against the companies put under judicial management by 
this order, be stayed and not be proceeded with, without 
the leave of this Court.

10. That all interested persons are called upon to show cause, 
if any, on 22 August 2009, why this provisional order shall 
not be confirmed, subject thereto that the appointed judi-
cial manager shall have the right to approach this court for 
upliftment of the order, or to lodge an application for liq-
uidation of all or any of the companies put under judicial 
management.

11. That the costs of this application shall be costs in the 
cause of judicial management.

12. That this order be published once in the Government Ga-
zette, Die Republikein and the Namibian and be served on 
Bank Windhoek.
