3.	 The Registrar of Deeds shall endorse the title deed of the 
immovable property known as Erf No. 0014 Oshakati, 
with the restriction that the property, or property repre-
senting such property, shall not, without the prior leave 
of this Honourable Court, be attached, sold in execution, 
further mortgaged or otherwise encumbered;

4.	 Notwithstanding the povisions of this order, any person
