1. Arule nisi is hereby issued calling upon Jacob Kennedy
to show cause, if any, on 10 April 2015 at 10:00 am why
an order in the following terms should not be made final:

1.1. That a preservation of property order, as contem-
plated by Section 51 of the Prevention of Organized
Crime Act, Act No.29 of 2004 (“the Act”) is granted
in respect of a Volkswagen VW 250 -POLO 1.6 with
registration number N100-289W (“the property”).

1.2. That in terms of section 51 of the Act all persons
with knowledge of this order, other than as required
and permitted by this order, are prohibited from re-
moving, and or taking possession of and/or control
over, and/or dissipating, and/or encumbering and/
or interfering with, and/or diminishing the value of,
and/or attaching or selling in execution, and/or deal-
ing in any other manner with the property to which
this order relates.

1.3. That Warrant Officer Emilia Nambadi (“Warrant
Nambadi”) of The Namibian Police Force (“NAM-
POL”), Commercial Crime Investigation Unit: Anti
— Money Laundering Sub — Division in Windhoek
or, in Warrant Nambadi’s absence, Warrant Officer
Johan Nico Green (“Warrant Green”) of NAM-
POL Commercial Crime Investigation Unit: Anti
— Money Laundering Sub — Division in Windhoek,
is appointed as Curator Bonis in terms of section
55 of the Act and is immediately authorized to:

1.3.1. Seize and or assume control over the
property;
1.3.2. Safeguard the property pending the fi-

nalization of the forfeiture proceedings
under the Act;
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1.3.3. If necessary to administer and preserve
the property and to do all things neces-
sary for that purpose.

1.4. No person is allowed to make public any informa-
tion which may reveal the identity of the Complain-
ant or any witnesses in the criminal case investi-
gated under Katutura CR91/01/2015.

1.5. All information pertaining to the Complainant
in the criminal case investigated under Katutura
CR91/01/2015 must be deleted from the record of
the proceedings prior to the application being served
on any identified interested party to be served with
this application.

1.8. In terms of section 52 (1) (b) of the Act, the Ap-
plicant must cause notice of this order, in the form
set out in Annexure B hereto, to be published in the
Government Gazette as soon as practicable after the
final preservation of property order is granted.

Having heard Ms. K. Kazondunge Counsel for the Applicant
and Mr. B. Isaacks Counsel for the Respondent and having
read the documents filed of record:

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED THAT:

1. The rule nisi granted on 13 March 2015 is hereby con-
firmed;

2. The preservation of property order is varied by agreement
between the parties as follows:

2.1. By the insertion of paragraph 1.3.4 as follows:

‘1.34: ‘Subject to the provision of paragraph 1.2, Jaco
Marius Kennedy (“the Respondent”) is allowed to take pos-
session of the property subject to the following conditions:

1.3.4.1  The Respondent must, before he takes posses-
sion, comprehensively insure the property for
the value of N$112 000. A copy of the insur-
ance must be submitted to the Applicant within
two weeks of this order. The Respondent must
comply with any conditions set out in his insur-
ance policy.

1.3.4.2  Only the Respondent and his wife are allowed
to use the property;
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1.3.4.3  The Respondent must bring the property to the
Windhoek Police Station every second Friday
at 14:00 for inspection by Warrant Nambadi,
who will file a report with the Applicant after
inspection of the property.

1.3.44  Any damage to the property must be reported
to Warrant Nambadi within 48 hours after the
damage to the property is detected.

1.3.4.5  Should the report filed by Warrant Nambadi
reveal substantial damage to the property and
the damage was not reported to Warrant
Namdadi, Warrant Nambadi is authorized to
immediately seize the property from the Re-
spondent and the Respondent shall be liable
for the damages on the property.

1.3.4.6  The Insurance by the Respondent referred to
in 1.3.4.1 above should not affect his contrac-
tual obligations to First National Bank and
the Respondent must fulfill his contractual
obligations to First National Bank of Namibia,
Wes Bank Branch, First City Centre, Levinson
Arcade, Windhoek in respect of the property.
1.3.4.7  The property is not allowed to leave the juris-
diction of this Honourable Court.

1.3.4.8  Should the property be damaged beyond eco-
nomic repairs and subsequently written off by
the insurance company due to the negligence
of the Respondent or a 3™ party or due to any
other reason the payment made by the insur-
ance company of the Respondent or 3 party
will represent the property and shall be kept
in the trust account of the Respondent’s legal
practitioner up until the finalization of the for-
feiture proceedings;
