5. 	 This order must be published in the Government Gazette 
as soon as practicable after it is made.
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6.	 Prayers 1 to 3 will not take effect before 30 days after 
the notice of this order was published in the Government 
Gazette or before an application in terms of section 65 of 
POCA or an appeal has been disposed of.
