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The order: 

1. The sentence imposed is set aside and substituted by the following: 24 months’

imprisonment of which 6 months is suspended for a period of 5 years on condition

accused is  not  convicted  of  assault  with  intent  to  do  grievous bodily  harm in  a

domestic set up committed during the period of suspension.

   

Reasons for the order:

[1] Accused a 47 years’ male was charged with assault with intent to do grievous

bodily harm read with the provisions of the Combating of Domestic Violence Act 4 of

2003.

[2] The accused pleaded not guilty and was convicted after the evidence was

led.  He was sentenced to 24 months imprisonment of which 6 months imprisonment

is suspended for a period of 5 years on condition accused is not convicted of assault

with intent to do grievous bodily harm in a domestic set up.

[3] The condition of suspension is vague and incomplete.
